	Shaped by God, not by the whims of popularity


	Bent by the upward call of God in Christ rather 	than by convenience, momentary gratification, 	or image





Convictions are your firmly held, tried and tested beliefs


	The building blocks of your life


	Your default settings, programmed by your 	upbringing, your beliefs about God, yourself and 	your future


	What you believe determines what you think, 	say and do


	Like Nurofen for Alana’s wisdom teeth


	If what you believe is flawed, the convictions 	you build your life on will be flawed, and 	therefore your thinking and actions will be 	flawed





Most people live unintentionally


	Semi-consciously – so they never become fully 	persuaded or know what they really believe 	about anything


	Our society preaches a doctrine of anything 	goes, no absolutes, experiment to find what 	works for you, if it feels good do it safely.


	Amazing how easy it is to imbibe the convictions 	of your environment





Takes deliberate time and intention to build, inspect and reconstruct your convictions
