HE WAS…I AM





Isaiah 53:1-8


1 Who has believed our report? And to whom is the (powerful) arm of the LORD revealed? 


2 For He comes up before Him as a tender plant, and as a root out of a dry ground; He has no form or majesty that we should see Him, nor an appearance that we should desire Him. 


3 He is despised and rejected of men; a Man of sorrows, and acquainted with grief; and as it were a hiding of faces from Him, He being despised, and we esteemed Him not.


4 Surely He has borne our griefs, and carried our sorrows; yet we esteemed Him stricken, smitten of God, and afflicted. 


5 But He was wounded for our transgressions; He was bruised for our iniquities; the chastisement of our peace was on Him; and by His stripes we are healed. 


6 All we like sheep have gone astray; we have turned, each one to his own way; and the LORD has laid on Him the iniquity of us all. 


7 He was oppressed, and He was afflicted; yet He opened not His mouth. He is brought as a lamb to the slaughter; and as a sheep before its shearers is dumb, so He opened not His mouth. 


8 He was taken from prison and from judgment; and who shall declare His generation? For He was cut off out of the land of the living; for the transgression of My people He was stricken.





I AM statements – not would be, could be, should be


Might not be feeling it or seeing it right now – but the promise is provided NOW through the grace of God and belongs to you NOW


Started to write He Was…I Can Be


But “can be” is for those who haven’t yet said Yes to Jesus


He was…I am!


1. HE WAS PROFANED…I AM RIGHTEOUS


v5 He was wounded for our transgressions


Wounded = to profane (to make sacrilegious, irreverent, blasphemed)


Galatians 3:13 “Christ has redeemed us from the curse of the law. He became a curse for us”


He was profaned because of my sin, but because He was profaned my sins were forgiven, cleansed and removed


Indian Chief who took lashings while embracing his mother


For our transgressions (rebellion, crossing boundaries)


Whether you have deliberately rebelled against God or through ignorance, Jesus said “Father forgive them…”


Now I am righteous - JUSTIFICATION


Christians with this conviction don’t struggle with constant guilt or sense of being unworthy before God





2. HE WAS BROKEN…I AM RESTORED


v5 He was bruised (broken, crushed) for our iniquities (crookedness, perversity, acting against what is expected or required)


Not just forgiven, but put back together again, redirected


Made whole


All our dysfunctions, distortions, perversions, twistedness


His grace works in you to restore you to the image of God - SANCTIFICATION





3. HE WAS PUNISHED…I AM AT PEACE


Dog rescued by RSPCA – lived in fear of punishment


v5 The chastisement for our peace was upon Him


Chastised = rebuked, disciplined, punished


Peace = shalom = safety, wellness, happiness, prosperity, peace


ie Not carrying around fear for this life or the next


Not sinners in the hands of an angry God anymore





4. HE WAS STRUCK…I AM HEALED


v5 By His stripes we are healed


With every lash He provided healing for you


Healed = lit to mend by stitching


We believe in miracles of healing – some will be instantaneous, some will be progressive


In Mark 7, Jesus described healing as “the children’s bread”





5. HE WAS OPPRESSED…I AM VICTORIOUS


v7 He was oppressed (harassed, driven like a slave, tyrannize)


Romans 8:37 We are more than conquerors


Lit. vanquish beyond vanquished, gain a decisive victory, kick butt


What is harassing you?





6. HE WAS LOWERED…I AM LIFTED


v7 He was afflicted (look down on, debased, browbeaten)


He was made low that I might be lifted up


He was debased, now I have confidence


Psalm 18:35 You stoop down to make me great


Psalm 113:7-8 He lifts the lowly from the dung-heap and sets them as princes among His people


Afflicted = self hate, self abased


	Devil doesn’t want you daring to believe to do something great


Our kids – You’re a Pretty Princess! You’re a Big Champ!





7. HE WAS OUT…I AM IN


v8 He was cut off out of the land of the living


He was cut off so I am grafted in


He was excluded so I am included


The early church struggled with the inclusion of outsiders


This conviction changes the way you see new Christians and new people at church – you want to include them!
